Dear Parents,

Austell Primary will soon begin production for its WLAM News team. All first grade students are eligible.
Students will be involved in all areas of the news broadcast. Regular and prompt attendance at school is
very important. In order for your child to be considered for a news team, you must be able to stay after
school on Wednesday, November 11th from 2:40-4:30 PM for auditions. Parents, it will be your
responsibility to either pay for ASP or pick your child up promptly at 4:30 PM. If your child is ill, parents must
call the school by 2:00 to let us know that we will need to reschedule the interview. Students on the WLAM
News Team are considered role models by other students and should act accordingly. Teachers must
complete the character recommendation below in order for your child to be considered.

If selected, students will meet in the media center on Friday mornings at 7:30 AM, no exceptions. The
broadcast will be shown on Friday mornings to the school. If students are late more than once without an
excuse, they will be replaced. Parent volunteers are appreciated, but not required. In addition, students will
receive random behavior checklists to monitor appropriate school behavior throughout the year. Repeated
misbehavior during the preparation and broadcast of the news or in any other area of the school will result in
loss of news team position.

If you and your child have discussed the information above and have decided that you would like to apply for
a position on our news team, please review the positions below and select no more than one:

Camera person A: Requires good coordination and visual skills for zooming in and out
and panning across the room. (Video tape anchors and special guests)

Camera person B: Requires good coordination and visual skills for zooming in and out
and panning across the room. (Breaking News, special announcements, Classroom visits)

Mixer: Must follow the daily schedule and switch cameras and audio (sound) between
cameras as needed. Changes videocassettes, audio cassettes, CDs.

Anchor: Requires excellent enunciation, reading skills and ability to follow directions
easily and QUICKLY. (2 anchors required)

Director/Production Manager: Works with Media Specialist to arrange daily schedule.
Prompts Mixer, camera persons A & B. Assists Mixer with changing cassettes, CDs.
