
  

ADVANCED PLACEMENT: 

Sprayberry Advanced Placement 
(AP) students took more than 600 
AP exams in 24 AP courses in 2018.  
AP classes were offered in Math,  
Science, English, Social Studies, 
Fine Arts, and World Language. 
 

Nearly 60% of students who took 
an AP exam at Sprayberry earned a 
score of THREE or higher on the 
exam (this EXCEEDS the state aver-
age).

at least 40% of the exam scores 
on AP math and AP science ex-
ams were three or higher. 

 

AP ACCESS AND SUPPORT:   
 Awarded to schools with at least 

30% of the AP exams taken by 
students who identified them-
selves as Black and/or Hispanic 
and 30% of all AP exams earning 
scores of three or higher 

 

AP HUMANITIES:   
 Schools with students testing in 

all of the following AP courses: 
at least one ELA course, two  
social science courses, one fine 
arts course, and one world lan-
guage course. 

ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE 
 

¶ SprayberryΩs Algebra students outscored EVERY magnet school in the proficient and  
distinguished levels of the Georgia Milestones Assessment (2018). 

¶ Biology and U.S. History students outscored 5 of the 6 magnet schools in the  
proficient and distinguished levels of the Georgia Milestones Assessments (2018).  

¶ American Lit, 9th Lit,  and Economics students outscored 4 of the 6 magnet schools in the 
proficient and distinguished levels on the Georgia Milestones Assessments (2018).  

¶ Sprayberry CCRPI Progress scores are higher than all 6 magnet schools (2017).  

¶ The Sprayberry staff includes 2 of only 3 teachers in the entire District who are certified by 
the College Board to score AP Language exams.

NATIONAL RECOGNITION 
 

In 2017, the Washington Post once again included Sprayberry in its listing 
of America's Most Challenging High Schools.  The list is based on the Post's 
"Challenge Index," which reviews the total number of Advanced Placement, 
International Baccalaureate, and Advanced International Certificate of  
Education tests administered at a school each year.  It divides that number by 
the number of seniors who graduated in May or June.  
 
Niche recently released their 2018 rankings of over 17,000 schools, and  
Sprayberry is proud to be counted among the top 100 schools in the state of 
Georgia.  Their ranking takes into account such factors as academics, quality of 
teachers, school resources, student life, and both student and parent reviews.

They 
placed 11th at the 2017 Navy Nationals competing against over 600 international 
Navy Junior ROTC programs and have received the Distinguished Unit Award 
with Honors the past three consecutive years.
